Getting around ViaRhôna by train 

Some TGV lines (TGV Inoui from Metz to Lyon and 
Marseille, TGV Inoui from Paris to Lyon, Intercités 
Paris to Sète) allow bicycles on board in designated 
spaces. This service costs €10 and is only available 
with a reservation. 

For lines without dedicated bike spaces, you must 
pack your bicycle in a bike bag with maximum 
dimensions of 90x120 cm. There is no additional 
charge for this option.

All TER regional trains accept bicycles for free. The
